supposed to give the delegates to the Salt Lake Coanference speci-
fie reasons for propesals that say be sade at the meeting.

The following paragraph is taken frem the nimutes of
the Council meeting of February 5

"The Chalr explained how to fill the guestionnaire

and asked to eash member of the Council to make it

¢lear to the bloek people that this census is taken

for the purpose of securing the mmber of residents
whe ean relocate under the present policy and as-
sistance of " R.A.,, and theose who can not and why
can not., It 1s very obvious that mere than half

of the residents can not. The commission wants te

be sure of the reasons in order to nagetiate fwr-

ther with W.R.A. or other authorities."

Exeept for one of the enlisted personnel, the Army in-
terviewing team has left the center and we are now awaiting the
arrival of the Army reviewing team, but no date for their coming
has yet been announced, Ve hope that they will arrive withina a
short time because there are several families here who would re-
turn to California exeept for older sons who are sxsludess and
several of these persons wish to appeal their cases.
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The speech that Nr, Nyer made at a mass meeting of evasuses
vhen he was here recently has deen printed in beth Japanese and
Bnglish as part of the center paper and has been distributed te
each family wnit, There seems to be considerable interest among
the evacuees in Mr., Myer's address and we believe that it will
be helpful for them to have copies for study and reference.

This week 33 members of the appointed personnsl completed
a course of job instructiaon that is part of a Supervision Improve~
ment Program which is sponsored by the United States Civil Service
Commission. Two additional classes of twelve each are scheduled

for next week., Instructors for the course are the Personnsl Di-
rector and the Persennel Technician who were called to 5ty Louis
in December for training and were certified as the Civil Serviee
Commission instructers. All who successfully complete this
course are given a certificate to this effeet and a copy of it
is forwarded to Civil Serviee headquarters in 5t. Louls where it
is added teo the individual's record. A copy is also placed in
the individual's persennel feolder here. Those who teook the course
were iaterested in the work and we believe that it will be of ma~
terial benefit to them,

It seems that a rather serious persennsl probles is ceming
up with reference to the hespital. The eanly laberatory teshaisian
aow emplayed has requested a transfer and one of the five murses
employed has nade a similar request. Another nurse is expected to
apply for transfer within a shert time. The Chief Nedieal Officer,
whe is the oaly dector on the appeinted persennel staff, plans teo

leave about the middle of Mareh, If these pecple carry out
their intentions of leaving, the hospital will be extremely
short of workers and the situation will become eritical wnless
others are found immediately to take their places.
